34. Statistics are presented mainly for the period 2015-2020 and are divided up by
age, gender, those born abroad, geography and socioeconomic status when possible. Sweden
does not have any centralised statistics based on ethnic origin, religion or type of disability.
However, information from administrative data can be used in certain cases to identify
initiatives for children with disabilities.

35. Statistics are presented mainly for the period 2015-2020 and major changes are
commented on when possible.

B. General principles (arts. 2, 3, 6 and 12)

37. The requested statistics are not available, since Swedish crimestatistics on the
crime of illegal discrimination are not divided by age. Nor are there statistics on reported
discrimination relating to children. The Equality Ombudsman provides statistics on the basis
of age, but this covers all ages, e.g. younger and older.

38. Child mortality

For reasons of confidentiality, lethal violence against children is not reported separately in
Swedish crime statistics on reported cases of lethal violence! during the period 2015-2017.
According to the National Board of Health and Welfare’s register of causes of death, 19
children — 17 boys and 2 girls — died due to abuse or violence during 2019. That same year, 6
children — 3 girls and 3 boys — died from alcohol- or drug-related causes. In 2019, 16 children
aged 0—14 per 100 000 — 5 boys and 27 girls per 100 000 — received care for intentional self-
destructive acts.

39(b) ICT-related crime against children’s rights

Swedish crime statistics do not include a specific crime of ICT-related crime against
children’s rights. For certain crimes, crime statistics are structured in such a way that they
show whether the victim is a child and whether the crime took place via the internet, e.g.
internet-related threats and defamation against children, and Internet related child
pornography crimes. For certain other crimes, it can be assumed that a not insignificant
proportion are ICT-related even if this is not stated, such as contact with a child for sexual
purposes (so-called grooming) and exploitation of a child for sexual posing.

However, not all crimes are reported and the unreported figures vary for different types of
crime. The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention therefore carries out
victimization surveys in which self-reported exposure to crime is measured. The Swedish
Crime Survey (SCS) includes questions about exposure to online violations. The statistics are
divided up by factors such as age (16—19 years) and gender. Every two years, the School
Survey on Crime is also conducted, where questions about exposure to online abuse and
bullying are asked to ninth graders.

Among women aged 16-19, 8.1% reported being the victim of online abuse in 2019. The
corresponding figure for men was 5.5%. The share has increased slightly in recent years
(Source: The Swedish National Council for Crime Prevention, SCS 2020). According to the
School Survey on Crime (SSC), which investigates exposure to crime among ninth graders , it
is even more common to be exposed to online abuse. Around one in three girls (almost 30%)
and one in five boys (20%) stated in SSC 2019 that someone had written abusive comments
about them on the internet during the previous twelve months. More than 20% of girls and
almost 17% of boys reported that someone had uploaded images or videos during the
previous twelve months that they did not want to be spread. (Source: The Swedish National
Council for Crime Prevention, SSC 2020)

The SCS is carried out annually and refers to exposure to crime during the previous year. The
SCS relating to exposure to crime in 2020 was published on October 12, 2021.

40(b) Assaults and Sexual abuse against children

The crime statistics on the number of reported, investigated, person-based cleared processed
offences and prosecuted crimes related to abuse against children and sexual abuse against
children are broken down by type of crime, age, gender and, in certain cases, the victim's
relationship to the perpetrator, whether the crime took place indoors or outdoors, and
whether the crime was completed or attempted. Statistics on prosecuted crimes and sanctions
are not divided up in the same way and are less detailed.

The annual The Swedish Crime Survey (SCS) also investigates self-reported exposure to
assaults and sexual abuse, and the School Survey on Crime (SSC) asks ninth graders about
exposure to assaults (petty and aggravated assault) and sexual abuse (physical sexual violations
and sexual exploitation through coercion). In total, just over 14 percent of year nine students
reported having been sexually assaulted in some way during the previous twelve months.
However, such exposure is considerably more common among gitls (over 21%) than for



boys (over 6%). The majority of the girls and boys report that the incidents have been
physical sexual abuse (more than 20% of the girls and almost 6% of the boys). The
proportion of victims exposed to sexual exploitation through coercion is 6% of girls and
1.2% of boys. According to the SCS, 27% of women and 3% of men aged 16—19 reported
that they had been exposed to some type of sexual abuse during 2019.

The 2019 SSC shows that more than 19% of students reported that they had been exposed to
some form of assault during the previous twelve months. However, such exposure is most
common for boys (23%, compared with 15% of girls). The majority reported that this related
to petty assault (more than 14% of girls and more than 21% of boys). The percentage
exposed to aggravated assault is 2.7% of girls and 4.8% of boys. In the SCS, 6.4% of women
aged 16—19 reported that they were exposed to assault during 2019. The corresponding figure
for men in the same age group is 12.2%.

The SCS is carried out annually and relates to exposure to crime during the previous year.
The SCS relating to exposure to crime in 2020 will be published on October 12, 2021.

E. Assault

The statistics for prosecuted crimes of assault are not divided up by the age of the victim.
Therefore, only the number of reported offences, investigated offences and person-based
cleared processed offences (of which prosecuted) are reported.

There are no official statistics on the number of children with parents in prison.

The National Board of Health and Welfare’s 2018 survey and analysis of children with
detained parents reports that, according to the Swedish Prison and Probation Service, there
are between 8 000 and 10 000 children each year who have a parent in custody or in prison.

F. Children with disabilities (art. 23)

42. (a) There are no official statistics on the number of children with disabilities who live with

their families.

42. (b) Since 2009, the proportion of children and young people in accommodation for
children in accordance with the Act (1993:387) concerning Support and Service for Persons
with Certain Functional Impairments (LSS) aged 0—22 has halved. This reduction applies
primarily to children aged 13-22, who are usually granted accommodation for schooling in
another location. In October 2019, 852 children — 310 girls and 541 boys — had been given
accommodation in accordance with LSS. Children aged 0-13 — 26 gitls and 45 boys — make
up around 10% of those granted accommodation in accordance with LSS. The National
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Board of Health and Welfare states that despite the number of children and young people
being granted accommodation falling, new granting makes up a large proportion of the total
number of children in accommodation. In October 2019, 299 children aged 0—22 were newly
granted accommodation, representing a slight increase compared to 2018.

¢) In October 2019, 72 children — 28 girls and 44 boys — had been given accommodation
in accordance with LSS in the form of a family home.

d) There are no national statistics to report on children and students with disabilities at
preschool, compulsory school or upper secondary school, or in municipal adult education.
Since 2019, the Swedish National Agency for Education has been tasked with gathering
personal data on health for students at compulsory special schools, special schools, upper
secondary special schools and special adult education in order to compile statistics.

The proportion of boys at compulsory special schools is larger than the proportion of gitls.
In the 2017/18 academic year 10 612 pupils attended compulsory special school, of whom

4 050 were gitls and 6 562 wete boys. In the 2017/2018 academic year 6 072 pupils attended
special upper secondary school, of whom 2 446 were gitls and 3 626 were boys. During the
same academic year 3 605 students attended special adult education, of whom 1 784 were
women and 1 821 were men. 650 pupils attended a special school during that academic year,
of whom 260 were girls and 390 were boys.

Young people with disabilities are overrepresented within the groups of young people who
are neither working nor studying. 12% of women with disabilities aged 16-29 neither work
nor study, compared with 7% of women in general.

¢) Sweden does not have any officially defined poverty line. Instead, children’s economic

vulnerability is measured and monitored based on a number of different measures. The most

common measures are the number and percentage of children below a relative threshold for

economic vulnerability, the number and percentage of children below a threshold for

absolute economic standards, and the number and percentage of children who experience

material shortages. In 2019, there were approximately 197 000 children aged 0-17 — 101 000

boys and 96 000 girls — living in families with low income standards. This corresponded to
9% of all children, 9% of boys and 9% of gitls. That same year, there were 428 000 children —
220 000 boys and 208 000 girls — living in households below a relative threshold for
economic vulnerability.

(d) In 2019, 467 children were affected by eviction. The families of 286 of these children
were evicted from a permanent home. The National Board of Health and Welfare’s national
survey of the scope and nature of homelessness, which was conducted in week 14 of 2017,
shows that more than a third of homeless people included in the survey — approximately

11 400 individuals — had children under the age of 18. This is virtually as many people as were
stated to have children in the National Board of Health and Welfare’s 2011 survey. Most
parents who lived with their children — either permanently or alternately — had some form of
more long-term accommodation. Almost 1,500 parents who lived with at least one of their
children found themselves in a situation of acute homelessness. More than 40% of all these
parents were born in Sweden. In the previous survey carried out in 2011, the number of
parents born abroad was approximately 5 000. This figure was considerably higher in the
2017 survey, with over 7 000 parents having been born abroad.

Almost half of these parents had one child, and it was not uncommon for them to have two
or more children. Of those parents for whom the number of children is known, 29% had two
children and 14% had three children. In total, it was estimated that at least 24 150 children
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had at least one parent who was homeless during week 14 of 2017. The estimated number of
children is the total of all single people’s children and all cohabitating people’s children
divided by two.

H. Education, leisure and cultural activities (arts. 28-31)

44(a) There is no uniform definition of school dropouts. Compulsory school and equivalent
school forms are mandatory due to compulsory school attendance. One indication may be
that 1.5% of students leave compulsory school without any pass grades. For upper secondary
school, one indicator is that 2.8% of students who start year 1 do not progress to years 2—3.
When it comes to municipal adult education, 16% of course participants at basic and upper
secondary levels drop out from their courses. 25% of Swedish for immigrants course
participants drop out.

(b) National statistics and investigations show that younger pupils feel bullied by other pupils
more often than their older counterparts. In total, 12% of younger pupils feel that they are
bullied at least once a month. The corresponding percentage for older pupils is 6%,
representing an increase compared with 2015 when the percentage was 3%. The percentage
of pupils who never feel that they are bullied by other pupils dropped from more than 70%
in 2015 to 65% 2018, and for older pupils from almost 90% in 2015 to less than 80% in
2018. Almost 5% of both younger and older pupils feel that they are bullied by any of their
teachers at least once a month. This figure is unchanged compared with 2015. 7% of pupils in
years 3—6 and 9% of pupils in years 6—9 say that they have been exposed to sexual
harassment by a fellow pupil at school during the past year. Girls feel that they are exposed to
a greater degree than boys do.

The Swedish Gender Equality Agency operates a national support line for workers as part of
its national responsibility for coordinating work to combat trafficking in human beings.
Through data from the support line and the regional coordinators against prostitution and
trafficking in human beings within social services, the Agency issues statistics on victims who
are exposed or potentially exposed to trafficking in human beings. These statistics include
children who are exposed or potentially exposed to trafficking in human beings and children
who accompany adults who are potentially exposed to trafficking in human beings. Of the
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298 people identified during 2019, 49 were children — 23 girls and 26 boys. These children
were exposed or potentially exposed to trafficking in human beings for crime, sexual
purposes, begging and forced marriage. In addition, 26 children accompanied adults who
were exposed or potentially exposed to trafficking in human beings.
